All PGA Professionals
registering before the deadline will receive entry priority. Amateurs will be placed into the event on a first come, first
serve basis.

(800) 474-2776. The deadline for the Senior PNC is also 5:00 PM on Wednesday, July 9. Any questions regarding the
CPGA Senior PNC can be referred to the Carolinas PGA or the PGA of America. To compete in both the CPGA
Senior Championships and CPGA Senior PNC, you must sign up for both events separately.

$20.00 will be charged for the practice round.

36-hole stroke play. Any tie for the Professional or Amateur Championships will be settled by sudden-death playoffs
immediately after the conclusion of the final round. All other ties will share equally. This tournament is an official 2008
Carolinas PGA Senior Player of the Year points event.

Play shall be governed in accordance with the 2008-09 Rules of Golf of the United States Golf Association, as modified by
the Carolinas PGA Rules of Play card and supplemented by the Notice to Competitors. Questions or disputes shall be
settled by the Rules Committee, whose decision is final.

DIVISIONS Professionals: 50-55, 56-64, and 65 & up. All professionals shall play the Championship Tees (ranging from 6,300 — 6,600
yards).
Amateurs: Championship Tees: 50-54, 55-59, 60-64, 65 & up (ranging from 6,300 — 6,600 yards). Super Senior Tees: 65-69
and 70 & up (ranging from 5,700 — 6,000 yards). Amateurs age 65 and over will have the option to play the Championship
Tees and play in the Amateur 65 & up age division and compete for the overall tournament championship or play from the
Super Senior Tees and compete in either the 65-69 age division or the 70 & up age division. Amateurs falling into this
category may not compete in both divisions in the same event. Competitors must indicate on the entry form, which set of
tees they intend to compete from in the appropriate place.
***The CPGA reserves the right to adjust any and all age divisions to balance the field.

WITHDRAWALS In order to receive a full refund for the Championship, all withdrawals must be received by 5:00 PM on Sunday, July 20.
