POLICIES

e Single Rider Golf Cars - Only players will be allowed to ride in the golf cars.
The following players have reserved and paid for golf cars - Carolyn Barnett-Howe, Caylie Kotlowski, Brittany McNett-
Emmerich, Cassandra Meyer, Rachel Montaba, Alicia Ripp and Alyssa Schmidt. Any player requesting a golf car onsite will be
asked to pay the golf shop ($20 inclusive per day)

e No spectator golf cars, however The Legend at Brandybrook will be renting a limited number of spectator carts for disabled
/ handicapped individuals. Please inquire with the course for availability. The price will be $30 per day.

e Social Distancing - While onsite we ask that all players, caddies and spectators practice social distancing.

e Caddies & Spectators — All caddies and spectators MUST be immediate family members of the player.

e Dress Code - Please make sure you are aware of the dress code on the entry blank and our website. It will be enforced for
players and caddies. Spectators - The facility has a no denim policy. Men in attendance should wear a tucked in collared

shirt and remove headwear before entering the clubhouse.

e  Weather — If we have a suspension of play all players must go directly to their vehicles. We will then communicate via text
about a restart time.

BEFORE YOU ARRIVE

e  Wisconsin PGA App - If players do not have the Wisconsin PGA App on your smartphone or mobile device, please
download it (It is different from the WPGA Junior Foundation App). It will be the go to information guide and be required
to score the event. All of the event materials are now available on the App. Materials can also be accessed on the event
webpage.

IMPORTANT DAY OF ITEMS

e Arrival Time - Players are asked to arrive at the golf course no more than 45 minutes before their tee time. No registration
table, please arrive to the #1 tee 5 minutes early.

e  Practice - Practice range balls are provided as a part of the entry fee.

e  Flagsticks, Flags, Bunker Rakes, Cups and Tee Markers - Players and caddies will have the option to touch the flagstick and
remove it. There also will be bunker rakes on the golf course and no inserts placed in the cups. This decision was made with
the knowledge that The Legend at Brandybrook's items have been treated with an Antimicrobial Coating System from
Microbe Free Wisconsin.

e Scoring - All scoring will be electronic. Scoring will be done in the Wisconsin PGA App and players must have a smartphone
or mobile internet connected mobile device. Players will be tracking another player's score and their own via the App. A
short tutorial on the scoring system will be emailed out on Monday. If a player has an issue having access to a device,
please address it with us in advance.

e  Tracking Your Own Score - We will have blank scorecards that players may use to track their own score in case we have an
electronic failure. When a group finishes the WPGA staff will verbally confirm all scores at the conclusion of the round.

e Hole Locations & Local Rules - These items will only be available on the day of via the WPGA App or event webpage. No

paper copies will be available. If players would like to bring your own paper copy they should print off the documents at
home.

OTHER INFORMATION

e No Scoreboard - The event will not feature a scoreboard. Players, Caddies and Spectators are advised to follow the results
on our App or website.

e Food & Beverage - Lunch will be available for purchase at The Legend at Brandybrook grill room on each day. They will have
beverage car service also. There will be no on course water, so please plan accordingly.

They will run by score (Highest to Lowest — Leaders going off
last)
