*Opportunities listed below include, but are not limited to, the following duties: 

 

DUE TO COVID19, -WE HAVE CHANGED & LIMITED VOLUNTEER ASSIGNMENTS 

GREENSIDE ATTENDANT (GA): 

Located on the green at every hole (#1-#18) to provide assistance to the players and caddies. Responsibilities include: 

 Removal, Replacement, or Attending of the Flagstick 

o Players nor caddies will touch the flagstick, ONLY the GA. 

o Flagsticks and the hole will not have any apparatus (noodle) in the bottom of the cup; a traditional set up will be in play. 

 Score Entry 

o Take scores from the players as they exit the green in order to provide hole-by-hole scoring for the championship.  

o GA's will download the scoring app to their smart phone (COGF staff will assist with downloading and training). 

o A scoring sheet will be provided to keep track of the scores. 

o Scores will be entered via the app before the next group reaches the green. 

 Pace of Play  

o GA's will keep track of times and record them on the scoresheet in order to document pace of play. 

 Rules Questions 

o GA's are NOT Rules Officials. There will be Rules Officials in different zones on the golf course. If it appears a player 

may need a rules official, we encourage the GA to call for one on the rules channel. This will also help pace of play. 

 Greenside Bunkers 

o GA's may assist the player or caddie with raking greenside bunkers. Each cart will have a bunker rake for the GA to use. 

However, raking assistance can ONLY be provided as long as it doesn't take away from removing/replacing/attending 

the flagstick. 

Caddie Bib Management:  Check in/out caddie bibs daily to players. Greet caddies at the official scoring area to collect caddie 

bibs. Verify inventory and organize daily in preparation for the next round. 

Volunteer Headquarters:  Assist at Volunteer Check-In by helping with distribution of uniforms, direction of assignments and 

duties, check out of any necessary equipment for assignments.  

Player Registration/Greeter:  Welcome and confirm players and media into Green Valley Ranch grounds.  Distribute player gift 

(first round) and daily pairings sheet/score summary. 

Rules Official:  This position is limited to members of the Rules Team who have met the stipulated minimum requirements to be 

a rules official for the CoBank Colorado Open Championships. 
 

*Shift times may begin as early as 6am & end as late as 8pm. Assignments may be outdoors with possible exposure to sun, heat & insects.
